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This Committee is formed by the JIJ Board of Directors and headed by the JIJ Director.
Members of the committee consist of judges, academics as well as specialists. The
Committee holds its meetings at least once a month based on the president's invitation.
An exceptional meeting is conducted on needs basis.

Duties of the Supervisory Committee include:

1. Settingselection criteria for teaching faculty members and submitting nominations
to the Board of Directors.

2. Preparing evaluation forms for members of the Teaching Committee.

3.  Examining the curriculum of the Judicial Studies Diploma program at least
once every two years and submitting these recommendations to the Board of
Directors.

4. Conducting periodic evaluations of the Judicial Studies Diploma program

curriculum and its implementation, submitting these recommendations to the

Board of Directors.

Developing courses for the Continuing Legal Education program.

6. Examining evaluation forms from Continuing Legal Education program
courses.

The Committee is also responsible for supervising the academic pursuits of JIJ students.
This includes helping students select research paper topics, prepare outlines, and
conduct research using sound scientific methods. The Committee is also responsible
for supervising the distribution of student research papers both within the JIJ and
to specialists outside the Institute, and for recommending appropriate discussion
committees for the papers.

Teaching Faculty

Teaching and training at the JIJ can be undertaken by:

1. Sitting or retired judges who have spent at least twelve years in service.

2. Current or previous members of teaching faculties from Jordanian universities at
associate professor level or higher.

3. Licensed lawyers in practice for no less than fifteen years, or combined fifteen
years of service as a lawyer and then judge.

4. Arab and foreign judges and visiting professors of Arab and foreign universities.

5. Specialists in relevant technical matters.






The Continuing Legal Education (CLE) program follows a plan created annually by JIJ
specialists. Courses are designed according to the needs of the judiciary as determined by
both a survey among sitting judges and the recommendation of the Judicial Inspection
Directorate.

Courses within the CLE program focus on modern litigation methods as well as new
legal and procedural matters. Examples of course topics include:

- Civil Case Management: This course introduces a modern administrative method
that aims to settle judicial lawsuits and achieve justice. It involves placing newly-filed
lawsuits under the direct supervision of a First Instance judge, to confirm that the
case fulfills all necessary legal requirements, before submitting the case to a subject
matter judge for case settlement.

- Mediation: This course teaches mediation as an alternative method of civil dispute
resolution that aims to reduce the demand on courts as well as the time, effort, and
expense required of adversaries. By training a neutral party to conduct negotiations,
it is possible to bring adversaries' viewpoints closer together and settle disputes
amicably outside of formal litigation procedures.

- Commercial Law and Intellectual Property: This course addresses recent changes in
the international economy, including increased trade liberalization, faster movement
of goods and services, trade agreements and their impact on the country's investment
climate.

- Juvenile Justice: Judges and their assistants are trained in methods particular to
cases involving juveniles. ~ Whether investigating, taking affidavits, or listening
to testimonies, judges must be aware of the modern techniques used to guarantee
privacy, personal safety and rights under international laws and conventions.

- Training of Trainers: A good trainer makes a good trainee. Therefore, the JIJ is
committed to offering advanced courses for its trainers and teaching faculty in
modern training techniques. By reinforcing previous experiences and introducing
new communication and teaching skills, these courses will help retain trainers that
are qualified to train the high caliber students at the JIJ.

The JIJ awards its graduates a diploma in Judicial Studies. This diploma certifies that
the graduates completed their program requirements at the Institute and is an official
record of the grade obtained, the date of graduation and other information based on the
institute's Board of Directors' decision.

Admission Requirements
- For Jordanians

1. Thirty-five years of age or younger and satisfy specified health requirements for
appointment in the judiciary.

2. Never convicted of a felony, except if the conviction was related to political crimes.

3. Never convicted by a court or a disciplinary board for a matter that contravenes
honor, even if rehabilitated or included in a general amnesty.

4. Exhibit laudable conduct and maintain a good reputation.

5. Hold a law degree from a Jordanian university, or an equivalent law certificate from
a foreign law school, provided the certificate is acceptable for judicial appointment
at its source.

6. For undergraduate degree holders, work experience as a licensed lawyer for a period
not less than one year, or a minimum of three years of experience in a clerical position
in regular courts is required. For graduate degree holders, two years of experience in a
clerical position is required. As for Doctorate degree holders, one year of experience
in a clerical position is required.

7. DPass the JIJ's official admissions test.

8. Never expelled by the Institute for any reason nor failed more than two JIJ admissions
tests.

- For students from Arab and/or Islamic countries

1. Receive approval from the Minister of Justice upon recommendation of the JIJ
Director.

2. Be delegated by the applicant's government to study at the JIJ.

3. Hold, as a minimum, a Bachelors Degree in law from a university accredited in
Jordan.






The Judicial Institute of Jordan (JIJ) is the official institution in the Kingdom responsible
for judicial education and training. It prepares qualified persons for judicial positions
through its Judicial Studies Diploma program, and offers a Continuing Legal Education
(CLE) program designed to raise the competence of judges and other Ministry of Justice
(MQJ) employees by keeping them abreast of the latest legal, judicial and technical
developments in their field. Both programs are conducted using the most modern adult
training methods.

The JIJ also works in cooperation with government and academic officials as well as
other donors to create and deliver specialized training courses on legal or judicial issues
at their request.

The JIJ was established by Law No. (3) in 1998, which remained in effect until the
issuance of the JIJ Regulation No. (68) in 2001 and its amendments in accordance with
the Regulation No. (68) in 2005. These amendments were issued as part of the MOJ's
and the Jordanian Judicial Council's efforts to upgrade the Institute, and as part of the
Judicial Upgrading Strategy (JUST) 20042006- aimed at the overall development of the
Jordanian judiciary overall.

The JIJ is governed by a Board of Directors, led by the Minister of Justice as President,
and includes the following as members:

The President of the High Court of Justice as the Vice President,
The President of the Public Prosecution Department,

The Secretary General of the MOJ,

The Director of the JIJ,

The President of the Bar Association,

Two judges whose rank is not less than Special, and

Two law professors from official Jordanian universities.

The JIJ holds official relationships with a number of likeminded national, regional and
international organizations. It also works in cooperation with development projects
sponsored by the United Nations (UN), European Union (EU), and the United States
Agency for International Development (USAID).






Adjudication is a definite duty and an observed practice. Comprehend what is declared
to you, since it is in vain speaking of a right that is not enforced. Be impartial to people
in your presence, court and jurisdiction, so that none of the honorable are tempted by
your injustice and none of the weak despair of your justice.

Proof is the burden of the plaintiff, the denying defendant must take the oath and
reconciliation among Muslims is permissible unless the reconciliation legitimizes a sin or
vilifies a legitimate act. He who claims an unfound right or evidence should be granted a
chance to present proof. If the plaintiff produces proof, adjudicate the case in his favor,
or else judge against his case.

A decision made today should not deter you from reconsidering it if hindsight and
wisdom urge you to do so, as an existing right is irrefutable and revising a judgment
outweighs persisting in injustice.

The testimonies of Moslems are equal, except those who have been flogged or those who
have been found guilty of perjury, or even those whose loyalty or kinship are suspect, as
God has sheltered the secrets of the pious and shielded them from punishment except
with proof and oath.

Comprehend what is presented to you that is not explained by the Quran or Sunna,
then be cognizant of similes and things, assess according to these and choose that which
is closest to God and most similar to justice.

Beware of anger, anxiety, boredom, slighting people and denial upon dispute especially;
since adjudication of rights is rewarded by God. It is noteworthy that he of noble
intentions in justice, even if against himself, shall be relieved of conflict with people
by God, and he who professes in divine matters, will be rejected by God as God only
accepts those who are true. Furthermore, do not underestimate God's blessings in timely
gains and abundant mercy.
